	National Curriculum Objectives which are covered in this unit: 
· Locate three features on an aerial photograph of the school and know the name of the country and village, town or city in which they live. (Lesson 1 assessment point).
· Make a map of the classroom with four key features, using objects to represent the distance and direction of features in the classroom. (Lesson 2  & 4 assessment point).
· Recognise four features in the school grounds using a map. (Lesson 3 assessment point).
· Explain how they feel about three areas of the playground and find out how others feel by looking at the results of a survey. (Lesson 5 assessment point)
· Draw a design to improve three areas of the playground using the results from the survey.

	Lesson sequence -  include the key concept, L.O. and brief description of lesson 

	Lesson 1

WALT: locate the school on an aerial photograph

Children begin to think about where we are in the world. Introduce google earth and ‘aerial view’ to find the location of the UK, England, Congleton and then Saint Mary’s. Children will label the school and other features of Congleton onto an aerial photograph. 
	Lesson 2

WALT: create a map of the classroom

Children can explore a range of maps. They will then create their own map of the classroom using a range of objects. Continue using the vocabulary of ‘aerial view/ bird’s eye view’ and use directional language to describe the location of objects.
	Lesson 3

WALT: locate key features of the school playground

Children will explore the school grounds using a map with symbols. They should locate the features on their map.


	Lesson 4

WALT: draw a simple map

Children will identify locations on the school playground from photographs. They will go outside and use chalk to draw a map of the school grounds in groups. Continue to use directional language. 
	Lesson 5

WALT: investigate how we feel about our playground

Visit 3 locations of the school playground. E.g. field / outdoor classroom and pirate. Children discuss if they like/ dislike these areas and how they could be improved. Children will record their own thoughts onto a questionnaire. 
	Lesson 6

WALT: create a design to improve our playground

Children will have time to discuss the results of their survey. Then they will create an improved map of our playground using their own ideas.
