	Lesson sequence -  include the key concept, L.O. and brief description of lesson 

	Lesson 1

WALT: name and locate the seven continents

Children will use a variety of resources e.g. song, atlas and globes to learn and spell the 7 seven continents. Children will know which continent they live in. Children will be able to identify the equator on a map.
What continent do we live in?  
 
	Lesson 2

WALT: locate the north and south poles

Children will explore the polar regions and what it is like to live in a cold place through video and identify some physical features in each pole. They will use the North and South pole locations to revise compass points. 


	Lesson 3

WALT: locate the equator on a world map

Use google earth to recap the location of the North and South Pole on Earth. Use google earth to circumnavigate to the equator and provide explanation. Children should locate the equator in an atlas, add to their own map and explore countries along the equator line.
What country do we live in? How close are we to the equator?




	Lesson 4

WALT: compare the UK to Kenya

Children will explore what life is like in a hot place using teaching resources. Children will investigate photographs and sort them into the correct country. Children will identify similarities and differences of each country and compare the weather and its impact on the human and physical features. 

	Lesson 5

WALT: investigate local weather conditions

Children will think about whether they live in a hot or cold place. Introduce that we live in a temperate climate zone. Children will use a compass to investigate which way the playground is facing. They will investigate the weather in the playground today using observations, rain measurements, temperatures and sketch maps. 


	Lesson 6

WALT: identify key features of hot and cold places

Children will use a world map to locate some of the hottest and coldest places (countries) on earth using the knowledge they have gained throughout the topic. Children will decide on whether they would like to live in a hot or cold place and why. They will draw and label some of the features of their preferred region.
