	Lesson sequence -  include the key concept, L.O. and brief description of lesson 

	Lesson 1

WALT: name and describe the layers of the Earth

Children will be introduced to the 4 layers of the Earth and will create a model to show this. From this, they will be introduced to tectonic plates.
 
	Lesson 2

WALT: explain how and where mountains are formed

To build on learning from last lesson, children will explore how tectonic plates make mountains. They will be introduced to the three types of mountain formation. Children will map mountain ranges onto a world map using an atlas to aid. 



	Lesson 3

WALT: explain why volcanoes happen and where they occur

Children will be introduced to composite and shield volcanoes. They will research examples of dormant, active and extinct volcanoes using technology.



	Lesson 4

WALT: recognise the negative and positive effects of living near a volcano

Using Mount Etna as an example, children will explore the possible negative and positive effects of living near a volcano. They will aim to make a judgement as to whether living near a volcano is positive or negative. 

	Lesson 5

WALT: explain what earthquakes are and where they occur

Using prior knowledge of tectonic plate boundaries, children will understand how earthquakes occur along these boundaries, using geographical terminology. Children’s knowledge will be coming together as they understand that earthquakes, volcanoes and mountains are found on or near plate boundaries as they are all created by moving tectonic plates. Children will explore the effects of earthquakes.

	Lesson 6

WALT: observe and record the location of rocks around the school grounds and discuss findings

Children will link their learning between volcanoes and rock formation. They will go onto the playground and use a map to find and locate rock types.
