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	Topic: Enquiry question: What is life like in the Alps?

· Locate three physical and three human characteristics in the Alps. (Lesson 2 and 3 assessment points)

· Use a variety of data collection methods including completing a questionnaire, mapping their route and recording their findings in sketches or photographs. (Lesson 4 assessment point)
· Compare the human and physical geography of their local area and Innsbruck. (Lesson 5 assessment point)
· Describe at least four of the key aspects of the human and physical geography of the Alps to answer the enquiry question, ‘What is life like in the Alps?’ (Lesson 6 assessment point)

	Lesson sequence -  include the key concept, L.O. and brief description of lesson 

	Lesson 1

WALT: locate the Alps on a map

Using an atlas, lines of latitude and longitude and compass directions, children will locate and label the Alps on a map. They will explore the continents and countries that the Alps spread through. 


 
	Lesson 2

WALT: locate the key human and physical features of the Alps

Using a video, the children will investigate the physical features of the Alps. Discuss location of the Alps in relation to climate zones and biomes. Use a topographical map in an atlas and google earth to determine land height above sea level and human features in the Alps. 

	Lesson 3

WALT: describe the human and physical features of an alpine region

Children determine distance from Cheshire to the Alps region using the scale bar in an atlas. Using reading resource, GoogleEarth and search engines, children will research the city of Innsbruck and determine why people visit there.


	Lesson 4

WALT: investigate what there is to do in the local area using data collection

Following on from recreational activities in Innsbruck, children will complete fieldwork in the local area. They will follow a route on an OS map, take photographs and complete sketch maps of recreational use and collect data in the form of a questionnaire. 

	Lesson 5

WALT: understand similarities and differences between the local area and an Alpine area

Children will analyse the data collected last lesson. They will then compare the physical and human features of Congleton and Innsbruck using a Venn diagram. The children may be able to suggest improvements to our local area. 
	Lesson 6

WALT: understand the human and physical geography of the Alps

Children will return to their enquiry question and create a tourist information booklet about what life is like in the Alps.
*Link to climate change, how is/ will this affect the Alpine region?
