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	Topic: Enquiry question: Why does population change?

	Lesson sequence -  include the key concept, L.O. and brief description of lesson 

	Lesson 1

WALT: understand the change and distribution of the global population

Explore global population distribution and understand population density. The children will use data to plot on a line graph how the global population has changed since 1500. 
 
	Lesson 2

WALT: define birth and death rates and describe why they change

Introduce children to ‘cartograms’ where a map changes to show data. Children will explore the impact of birth rates and death rates on population statistics and understand factors that influence changes in these rates. 

	Lesson 3

WALT: recognise the push and pull factors influencing migration

Introduce the children to ‘environmental’, ‘social’ and ‘economic’ and how these issues influence migration. Children to understand the difference between a refugee and a migrant and how life can change for people in these situations using BBC Newsround.


	Lesson 4

WALT: begin to understand the impact climate change can have on the global population

Children will explore the population density by region in the UK. Introduce the problem of climate change and the impact this has on the population. Children will collate this information into a learning resource for others.

	Lesson 5

WALT: collect data showing how population impacts the amount of traffic and litter in an area

Recap data collection methods. Children will complete fieldwork in the local area and follow an OS map to answer the question, ‘How is population impacting our environment?’, with a focus on traffic, looking at the levels of noise and air pollution, and littering. 

	Lesson 6

WALT: write a report on the fieldwork process, analyse findings and make suggestions to improve a situation

Children will analyse their findings from their fieldwork activity and write a report summary. This could be done using a computer. 
Children should add findings to a digital map using scribble maps. They will then think about how they can improve their local area.
