Children will map trade routes to Australia to understand the importance of ocean for trade and watch a video to explore other important uses of our oceans.

WALT: locate and describe the significance of the Great Barrier Reef

Children will gain information about the Great Barrier Reef and the benefits of coral reefs. 
	Lesson 3

WALT: explain the impact humans have on coral reefs and oceans

Introduce the children to ways in which human activity harms coral reefs and oceans and explore further in coral bleaching. 




	Lesson 4

WALT: understand ways to keep our oceans healthy and begin planning a fieldwork enquiry

Identify Marine Protected Areas on a map. Children begin researching and planning their enquiry question: ‘How littered is our marine environment?’
	Lesson 5

WALT: collect data on the types of litter polluting a marine environment

Fieldwork enquiry: Children will complete their enquiry data collection at Astbury Mere/ Congleton Park.

WALT: present, analyse and evaluate data collected

Children will collate the data they have collected and present their findings to the rest of the class.
