	Lesson 1

WALT: recognise human and physical features

Children will use images to be introduced to human and physical features of our world. Children will explore and think about human and physical features in their local area. They can sketch/ take photographs of these features in the school grounds/ local area.


	Lesson 2

WALT: draw a sketch map

Children will add the human and physical features they explored last lesson onto an aerial photograph using symbols as representation. 

	Lesson 3

WALT: name and locate some continents on a world map

Children will use an atlas to locate the UK on a world map. Children will be introduced to continents. They will be introduced to Europe and then Asia. Introduce the country of China that the children will explore. 
	Lesson 4

WALT: identify physical and human features of a non-European country

Using a video, children will explore the country of China and identify some human and physical features. They will then sort images into physical and human and chose their favourite.  
	Lesson 5

WALT: describe what it is like in Shanghai 

Use BBC to explore Shanghai and the physical and human features of the country. 


	Lesson 6

WALT: compare Shanghai to a small area of the UK

Children will compare the similarities and differences of human and physical features of their local area and Shanghai.
