	Lesson 1

WALT: locate the seas and oceans surrounding the UK

Using atlases, children will locate the seas and oceans of the UK (Atlantic Ocean, North Sea, English Channel and the Irish Sea).
* Oceans are large areas of salt water whereas seas are smaller areas of salt water that are located beside land.

Use this lesson to also recap the 4 countries of the UK and their capital cities.   




	Lesson 2

WALT: explain what the coast is

Children will be introduced to the features of the coast. 
Children will use Google Earth to locate and label named UK coasts onto a map. 



	Lesson 3

WALT: identify the physical features of the coast

Children will explore the Jurassic coast through Google Earth, explore Durdle Door rock formations and label the features introduced onto photographs. 
	Lesson 4

WALT: identify human features on the coast

Children will explore the human features of Weymouth through Google Earth. Children will complete an activity to persuade tourists to visit Weymouth. 
	Lesson 5

WALT: investigate how people use our local coast

Fieldwork visit to Formby beach.





	Lesson 6

WALT: present findings on how people use the local coast 

Children will review their data collection findings and create a pictogram about the most used human feature.
