	Lesson 1

WALT: describe different types of settlements

Children will be introduced to the term settlement and will explore different types of settlements through BBC Teach video, photographs and OS maps.

	Lesson 2

WALT: identify the human and physical features in the local area

Through maps, children will explore the physical and human features of the school and the surrounding area to determine the land use. 

	Lesson 3

WALT: discuss why physical and human features are in particular locations in Congleton

Children will follow a planned route in their local area. They will explore and discuss why certain features are in different areas, e.g. shops on the high street, housing in residential clusters (newly built estates), roads (new A roads), train station, school and proximity to Church. 
	Lesson 4

WALT: describe how the land use in the local area has changed

Children will use a recent OS map and compare it to an historical OS map, noting changes to land use. Use this activity to explain how Congelton Town has grown over time and still continues to grow (residential housing and A roads).


	Lesson 5

WALT: identify land use in New Delhi

Introduce children to New Delhi through atlas, google Earth/maps and video, noting human and physical features seen. 


	Lesson 6

WALT: compare land use in 2 different locations

Children will think about the similarities and differences in land use in Congleton and New Delhi, returning to enquiry question.
