	Lesson 1

WALT: develop and enquiry question

Recap the enquiry cycle. Using enquiry ideas, children decide which enquiry they would like to investigate.
They will think about what they already know about this issue, what they would like to find out, who might be affected by the issue and ultimately, an enquiry question. 
	Lesson 2

WALT: determine the most effective data collection methods for fieldwork

After devising their enquiry question, children will discuss who can give them their data and the methods to obtain these results. Conclude which methods will be used.

	Lesson 3

WALT: plan a route for a fieldwork trip

Compare which map would be best to create a route for their fieldwork. Once devised, children can plan a route and data collection points. Ensure children are clear on these points using grid references. End by discussing the risks of fieldwork and how these can be minimised. 
	Lesson 4

WALT: collect data to answer our enquiry question

Allow children to follow their route and complete their data collection. 
	Lesson 5

WALT: determine an answer to the enquiry question

Children will analyse what their data shows and create a digital map using scribble maps to record their findings in the locations visited. 
	Lesson 6

WALT: present my findings

Children will work in groups to deliver their process and present their findings to a chosen audience.
