	Lesson sequence -  include the key concept, L.O. and brief description of lesson 

	WALT: to develop an understanding of personal chronology

Give children time to explore their own photos (sent in from home) discuss what is the same and different and then create their own timeline.

	WALT: learn more about my history


Show children memories about things so far in year 1 and discuss what they show, did they happen a long time ago etc?


	WALT: understand how we remember events


Children to know about different special events including their birthday. 
How do they celebrate their birthday?
	WALT: know what is was like for children in the past


Have a visitor to come in and talk about how they celebrated their birthday as a child. 

	WALT: compare childhoods from then and now


Children to compare how they celebrate their birthday compared to how the visitor from lesson 4 celebrated their birthday as a child. 
	WALT: understand that somethings change and somethings stay the same

Create a class time capsule, discuss what might still be the same and what might of changed when they get to year 6.
