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	Topic: How was school different in the past?

	National Curriculum Objectives which are covered in this unit: 
Content:
· Changes within living memory
· Significant historical events, people and places in their own locality

Aim:
· know and understand the history of these islands as a coherent, chronological narrative, from the earliest times to the present day: how people’s lives have shaped this nation and how Britain has influenced and been influenced by the wider world
· understand historical concepts such as continuity and change, cause and consequence, similarity, difference and significance, and use them to make connections, draw contrasts, analyse trends, frame historically-valid questions and create their own structured accounts, including written narratives and analyses

	Lesson sequence -  include the key concept, L.O. and brief description of lesson 

	WALT: know how schools have changed over time

Provide each pair of children with four photographs of schools.
Chd to create a timeline with different photos of schools from the past
	WALT: investigate what school was like in the past

Think of questions they would ask a visitor to find out about what school was like in the past.
Visitor to come in and talk about what school was like for them

	WALT: know what schools were like in the 1900s

Be ‘history detectives’. In pairs, discuss how they could find out about what schools were like in the 1900s.
Children to have time to explore different sources showing schools from 1900’s.
	WALT: To compare a modern classroom with a classroom 100 years ago.

Discuss with the children that some things have changed and some things have stayed the same.
Draw and label a classroom 100 years ago and a modern classroom.
	WALT: compare three periods of time

Look at schools from the 1900s and 1960s. 
Compare schools from then and now.
	WALT: express a personal response to history

Children choose if they would want to go to school in the past or the future. 
Draw a picture and write a sentence to explain why they would or would not have liked to go to school in the past
