	Lesson sequence -  include the key concept, L.O. and brief description of lesson 

	WALT: recognise the chronology and significance of prehistory

Use toilet roll to represent a timeline, going back to prehistory.
Show children the Kapow timeline of prehistory
	WALT: use archaeological evidence to learn about the prehistoric dwellings of Skara Brae

Children look at Skara Brae and become archaeologists to ask and answer questions
	WALT: use archaeological evidence to investigate the Bronze Age

Look at where the Bronze Age lies on the timeline. 
Children to investigate artifacts from the Bronze Age. 
	WALT: explain how bronze transformed prehistoric life

Look at how people in the Bronze Age got food and how that differed from the Stone Age
	WALT: understand the importance of trade during the Iron Age

Look at what trading is, how it changed from the Bronze Age to the Iron Age and why it was so important
	WALT: compare settlements in the Neolithic period and Iron Age

Look at continuity and change between Neolithic and Iron Age periods
