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	Topic: How have children’s lives changed?

	National Curriculum Objectives which are covered in this unit: 
Content:
· a study of an aspect or theme in British history that extends pupils’ chronological knowledge beyond 1066
Aim:
· understand the methods of historical enquiry, including how evidence is used rigorously to make historical claims, and discern how and why contrasting arguments and interpretations of the past have been constructed
· gain historical perspective by placing their growing knowledge into different contexts, understanding the connections between local, regional, national and international history; between cultural, economic, military, political, religious and social history; and between short- and long-term timescales.
· know and understand the history of these islands as a coherent, chronological narrative, from the earliest times to the present day: how people’s lives have shaped this nation and how Britain has influenced and been influenced by the wider world
· gain and deploy a historically grounded understanding of abstract terms such as ‘empire’, ‘civilisation’, ‘parliament’ and ‘peasantry’
· understand historical concepts such as continuity and change, cause and consequence, similarity, difference and significance, and use them to make connections, draw contrasts, analyse trends, frame historically-valid questions and create their own structured accounts, including written narratives and analyses

	Lesson sequence -  include the key concept, L.O. and brief description of lesson 

	WALT: identify the continuities and changes to children’s lives

Look at continuities and changes between Roman’s, Tudor’s and children’s lives now. 
	WALT: investigate why Tudor children worked and what working conditions were like

Look at Tudor apprentices, what it was and what they did. Children to hot seat a Tudor apprentice with questions I want to know about working as a child in Tudor times. 
	WALT: research and record the working conditions of Victorian children

Look at how families in Victorian times had jobs based on whether they were poor or rich. Children will use reports and images to find out about different jobs. 
	WALT: evaluate Lord Shaftesbury’s significance to children’s lives

Look at who he was and what role he played in changing children’s lives through getting better working conditions.
	WALT: explore the changes in children’s leisure time

Look at leisure activities for children from the Tudor’s, the Victorians and the present time. 


	WALT: investigate the diseases children caught and their treatments in the Tudor and Victorian periods

Look at the plague, cholera and diseases now. How they spread and treated.
