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	Topic: Were the Vikings raiders, traders or settlers?

	National Curriculum Objectives which are covered in this unit: 
Content:
· the Viking and Anglo-Saxon struggle for the Kingdom of England to the time of Edward the Confessor
Aim:
· understand the methods of historical enquiry, including how evidence is used rigorously to make historical claims, and discern how and why contrasting arguments and interpretations of the past have been constructed
· gain historical perspective by placing their growing knowledge into different contexts, understanding the connections between local, regional, national and international history; between cultural, economic, military, political, religious and social history; and between short- and long-term timescales.
· know and understand the history of these islands as a coherent, chronological narrative, from the earliest times to the present day: how people’s lives have shaped this nation and how Britain has influenced and been influenced by the wider world
· gain and deploy a historically grounded understanding of abstract terms such as ‘empire’, ‘civilisation’, ‘parliament’ and ‘peasantry’
· understand historical concepts such as continuity and change, cause and consequence, similarity, difference and significance, and use them to make connections, draw contrasts, analyse trends, frame historically-valid questions and create their own structured accounts, including written narratives and analyses

	Lesson sequence -  include the key concept, L.O. and brief description of lesson 

	WALT: explain when and why the Vikings came to Britain

Look at Viking time on a timeline.
Discuss why historians think Vikings came to Britain. 
Look at what events that involved the Anglo-Saxons and the Vikings and group accordingly.  
	WALT: evaluate Viking stereotypes using sources

Look at what a primary and secondary source is and then look at artifacts from the Vikings using inference.
	WALT: investigate the importance of Viking trade routes

Children look at what a trade route is and what Viking trade routes were. Create board games based on trade routes. 
	WALT: compare different versions of Viking sagas

Look at different Viking artefacts and ask make deductions. 
Explain what a saga is and why there are different versions of events during the Viking period.
	WAT: evaluate the impact of Viking invasions and settlements

Look at how Viking raids and settling affect local villages. Children to image they are a villager and act out/letter write how it impacted them.
	WALT: evaluate achievements of the Vikings

Use knowledge from the topic to discuss different groups of Vikings achievements.
