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	Topic: How did we learn to fly?

	National Curriculum Objectives which are covered in this unit: 
Content:
· Changes within living memory
· Events beyond living memory that are significant nationally or globally
· The lives of significant individuals in the past who have contributed to national and international achievements
Aim:
· know and understand the history of these islands as a coherent, chronological narrative, from the earliest times to the present day: how people’s lives have shaped this nation and how Britain has influenced and been influenced by the wider world
· know and understand significant aspects of the history of the wider world: the nature of ancient civilisations; the expansion and dissolution of empires; characteristic features of past non-European societies; achievements and follies of mankind
· understand historical concepts such as continuity and change, cause and consequence, similarity, difference and significance, and use them to make connections, draw contrasts, analyse trends, frame historically-valid questions and create their own structured accounts, including written narratives and analyses
· understand the methods of historical enquiry, including how evidence is used rigorously to make historical claims, and discern how and why contrasting arguments and interpretations of the past have been constructed
· gain historical perspective by placing their growing knowledge into different contexts, understanding the connections between local, regional, national and international history; between cultural, economic, military, political, religious and social history; and between short- and long-term timescales.

	Lesson sequence -  include the key concept, L.O. and brief description of lesson 

	WALT: find out about the Wright brothers

Look at who the Wright brothers were, what they did and use the timeline to show they are beyond living memory.
Children create a comic strip of the Wright brothers lives and look at the important events
	WALT: understand why the first flight was of historical significance

Look at what historical significance is and give examples for the children to discuss, link to the Wright brothers from lesson 1. 
Children to create freeze frames of when the first flight took off. Question children on the person they are playing might have been thinking. 
	WALT: investigate why Bessie Coleman was significant

Introduce Bessie Coleman and look where she sits on the timeline. 
Look at the source about Bessie Coleman to make deductions and enquire some questions. 
	WALT: use primary resources to learn about Amelia Earheart

Explain what a primary source is. 
Look at Amelia Earheart and use the timeline to see when she was alive. Look at an eyewitness account about Amelia Earheart’s journey across the Atlantic. 
Children create their own eyewitness account as one of the people there. 

	WALT: investigate why we remember the moon landing

Show the children the video of the moon landing and discuss. 
Show information about the moon landing and look at it on the timeline. 
Children hot seat the 2 astronauts having returned from space.
	WALT: place events on a timeline

Children to sequence pictures about historical significantly events with flight. Talk about which once are closest to now and why. 
Explore who Tim Peake is and add to the timeline.
