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	Topic: Why did the Romans invade and settle in Britain?

	National Curriculum Objectives which are covered in this unit: 
Content:
· the Roman Empire and its impact on Britain
Aim:
· understand the methods of historical enquiry, including how evidence is used rigorously to make historical claims, and discern how and why contrasting arguments and interpretations of the past have been constructed
· gain historical perspective by placing their growing knowledge into different contexts, understanding the connections between local, regional, national and international history; between cultural, economic, military, political, religious and social history; and between short- and long-term timescales
· know and understand the history of these islands as a coherent, chronological narrative, from the earliest times to the present day: how people’s lives have shaped this nation and how Britain has influenced and been influenced by the wider world
· know and understand significant aspects of the history of the wider world: the nature of ancient civilisations; the expansion and dissolution of empires; characteristic features of past non-European societies; achievements and follies of mankind
· gain and deploy a historically grounded understanding of abstract terms such as ‘empire’, ‘civilisation’, ‘parliament’ and ‘peasantry’
· understand historical concepts such as continuity and change, cause and consequence, similarity, difference and significance, and use them to make connections, draw contrasts, analyse trends, frame historically-valid questions and create their own structured accounts, including written narratives and analyses


	Lesson sequence -  include the key concept, L.O. and brief description of lesson 

	WALT: investigate life in Ancient Rome by looking at the buildings

Look at the story of Romulus and Remus. 
Look at where Rome is on a map and introduce Ancient Rome. Look at the buildings from that time period and explain a lot still stand today to visit. 
Children look at the different buildings and information about that and discuss what that tells them about Ancient Rome. 
	WALT: explain the causes of the Roman invasion of Britain

Look at the Roman Baths in Bath. 
Show how the Romans expanded their Empire across Europe and explain it took a long time. Children to understand why the Romans invaded Britain. 
	WALT: investigate the different responses to the Roman invasion using a range of sources

Read the story ‘The Divided Tribe’. Look at the pros and cons of Britian accepting Roman rule. Look at who Boudicca was.
Complete a conscience alley on whether the tribe should accept Roman rule. 
	WALT: explore how the Roman army was so successful using a range of sources

Look at the Roman Army. Children to become the Roman Army and learn some Latin commands. 
Children to then research Roman Armies.
	WALT: investigate the lives of Roman soldiers by examining artefacts found at Vindolanda

Explore Hadrian’s Wall and Vindolanda Fort. Children to look at the artefacts found at the fort and make deductions about what they could have been used for. 
	WALT: explore the impact of invasion and settlement by examining the legacy of the Roman Empire in Britain

Look at why the Romans left Britain. Use the timeline to see how long after the invaded this was. Look at what legacy means and children explore the legacies the Roman’s left behind.
