Aim:

· understand historical concepts such as continuity and change, cause and consequence, similarity, difference and significance, and use them to make connections, draw contrasts, analyse trends, frame historically-valid questions and create their own structured accounts, including written narratives and analyses

	WALT: evaluate the causes and consequences of the Anglo-Saxon and Scot invasions of Britain

Look at when the Anglo-Saxons came to Britain on the timeline. 
Explain what cause and consequence are. Look at the causes and consequences of the Anglo-Saxon’s coming to Britain.
	WALT: identify change and continuity in Iron Age and Anglo-Saxon settlements

Look at Anglo-Saxon place names and what the meaning was from that time period. 
Look at Iron Age and Anglo Saxon houses. 
Children to make wattle and daub and create their own house.
	WALT: explore Anglo-Saxon beliefs by making inferences about Sutton Hoo

Look at an image of Sutton Hoo and discuss what it is. Explore artefacts from Sutton Hoo.  
	WALT: identify how Christianity spread in Britain in the Anglo-Saxon period

Explore how Christianity arrived and spread throughout England due to the Anglo Saxons. Look at the influence of some of the missionaries. 
Children to create a podcast about Christianity in Anglo-Saxon times. 
	WALT: explore bias by evaluating sources about Alfred the Great

Watch video about King Alfred the Great. Explain what bias means and how it relates to sources in history. 
Children look at some sources about King Alfred and decide if they are bias. 
	WALT: evaluate how and why Anglo-Saxon rule ended

Children to research who the claimants to the throne were in 1066. Focus on who had the best claim.
