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	Topic: What can the census tell us about local areas?

· understand the methods of historical enquiry, including how evidence is used rigorously to make historical claims, and discern how and why contrasting arguments and interpretations of the past have been constructed
· gain historical perspective by placing their growing knowledge into different contexts, understanding the connections between local, regional, national and international history; between cultural, economic, military, political, religious and social history; and between short- and long-term timescales.

	Lesson sequence -  include the key concept, L.O. and brief description of lesson 

	WALT: explore the purpose and creation of a census

Use the 1851 Census to show an example of what a census is and give the children time to explore it. Create a class census using the information found.

	WALT: create questions about Victorian children using a range of sources

Use the timeline to look at when Queen Victoria ruled. 
Use sources to look at what life was like in Victorian factories. Give the children opportunity to explore questioning through the use of the Victorian census. 
	WALT: explore the jobs available in the past using the census

Use the 2021 census to look at what people do for jobs now. Compare this to what Victorians did as jobs using census from the time period. 
	WALT: make inferences about women’s lives in the 1900s using the census

Learn about the 1911 boycott and why women refused to do the census. 
Explore the woman suffrage on a timeline. 
	WALT: investigate how the census changed by following the life of Evelyn Dove

Use the biography on Evelyn Dove to learn who she is. Look at the 1911 census information for her. 
Compare the 1911 census to the 1921 census for Evelyn Dove.
	WALT: conduct an enquiry about my local area using the census

Children to use sources to find out information about our local area and chose how to present it.
